Founded by a fonner slave, Reverend Lewis Henry Bailey, 
Ebenezer Baptist Church was the first predominantly African 
American Church in this area. Since placement of the 
cornerstone on the first Sunday in May 1883, EBC has been 
committed to community service - a mission that continues 
today. Although the sanctuary was completely destroyed by 
fire in 1924, through faith the descendants of the original 
members rebuilt the church from the ground to the steeple. 
Today, that sanctuary remains the most recognized landmark 
in the growing town of Occoquan. Although the membership 

continues to grow, EBC continues to have a small church, 
family feeling. And, many of OUF current worshippers 

are life-long EBC members, whose family 
memberships represent several generations.
